In small groups, children look closely at either the
photographs in the Seeds and Bulbs Photo Pack
irritation and are poisonous.

Children generate questions with a partner that they
would like to find the answers to about the seeds and
bulbs using the sentence starters and key words to help
them. They then write one question on page 1 of thier
Plant Diary.

Activity:

Traffic Lights: Explain to the children that for this
activity they will need to use their skills from

the last lesson. Ask each child to collect a beanbag and
racket and to balance their beanbag on their racket. Try
the

activity with the usual traffic light commands (red =
stop, amber = walk, green = run/jog)

Hitting a Beanbag: Remind the children of the activity
in the previous lesson when they used their racket to
throw the beanbag into the air. Explain that they will
be learning how to hit their beanbag forwards. Show
the children how to hold their racket and beanbag for
this skills practice. Emphasise that the beanbag needs to
travel forwards rather than up into the air. Give the
children a few minutes to practise hitting their
beanbags into a space. How far can you hit your
beanbag? Is your beanbag travelling forwards?

Feed the Crocodile: Put the children into pairs. Explain
that one child will be a hungry crocodile who likes to
eat beanbags and needs to stand with a hoop by their
feet. The other child needs to try to hit their beanbag
into the hoop. If they are successful, the ‘crocodile’ takes
the hoop

one step backwards.

Make sure all the children have a turn to mention someone

Bring Jigsaw Jack to the circle holding a balloon and tell
the children that Jigsaw Jack's balloon has a special label
on it.

Show it to the children and read out what it says. ‘You are
special to me because you give me hugs when I feel upset
and I like playing games with you.’
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Give the children a balloon label template each and ask
them to draw a picture of the person who is special to them
on it and to complete the sentence ‘You are special to me
because...’
