· Colour using oil pastels/watercolours. Remember colouring skills: colour around the edges first, no white bits showing.
· Outline with a black pen.
Body
· Draw a big beard for the gnome and a body.
· Draw patterns on the body and colour.
Legs
· Draw two legs with boots on or use the template found in the presentation.
· Colour the boots and the stripes.
· Cut out all 3 sections and stick together.
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
