Recap on the elements of art -line
Can you name any lines? – straight, wavy, zig zag, swirly etc. Discuss lines going in different directions – horizontal, vertical and diagonal. Model how lines can be short / long, thick / thin.

Activity 1: Autumn leaves
Look at different leaves found in the garden – discuss the shapes, edges and colours of each leaf. Are the leaves long, short, fat, thin? Have they got smooth, jagged, pointed edges? What colours can you see? Why aren’t they green? What other changes occur during autumn?

Activity 2: Use different lines to create a patterned leaf
· Look at and discuss the lines that pupils created last week - what colours did they use? What lines did they draw?
· Use autumn colour felt pens to create a patterned leaf – red, yellow, orange and brown.
· Draw a different line in each section of the leaf. Templates and examples found in the Line presentation above.
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
